Silky tannins and spicy oak 
enhance the fruit f lavors and frame the wine 
for a smooth, lingering f inish.

V I N E Y A R D
The fruit of our Nina’s Cuvée Petite Sirah is 
harvested from Block 12 on the north side of 
South Livermore Avenue where it intersects 
with Concannon Boulevard.

V I N T A G E
After a dry winter, the 2020 growing season 
began with typical temperatures and normal 
timing for bud break and f lowering. As 
summer progressed, there were a couple heat 
waves and experienced poor air quality from 
the Complex Fires during the fall months. 
Fortunately, the smoke wasn’t heavy enough 
in Livermore Valley to impact our grapes. 
The quality fruit produced balanced wines 
with great acidity, although the yields were 
slightly below average.
